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Walden Pond is a New England “kettle hole” pond carved out by retreating glaciers at the end of the Ice Age, completely spring-fed and 100 feet deep in places. 

Today many visit Walden Pond to find peace of solitary reflection in a beautiful natural place and connect with the revolutionary ideas of Henry David Thoreau who came to its shores to “live deliberately” in a small cabin in the woods.

In all seasons I likewise explore Walden Pond and its surrounding woods, rivers and fields, and offer recently recorded visions in these photographs for your enjoyment.

These seasonal visions may speak to the powerful ways we respond to the natural world.  Are we lost in our thoughts, or do we walk outside to greet the day?
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
